Insulated Attic Stair?

We have high utility bills both in the winter and summer. Is
there a way to save energy without sacrificing comfort?

Do you have a folding attic stairway in your house? These
useful devices provide access into your otherwise inaccessible
attic space.

Try this yourself - at night when it is dark, turn on the attic
light and shut the attic stairway door - do you see any light
coming through? These are gaps - large enough to provide
significant air leakage and subsequent heating and cooling
loss!

Consider an average attic door - your door! A standard door
opening is 25"x 54" or 158" around it's perimeter. If the gap
averages only 1/8", that is a 19.75 square inch opening into
your attic where your heated/cooled air leaks out 24 hours a

day, 7 days a week, 52 weeks a year! Why even a 1/32"
average gap around the perimeter of the attic door is equal to
a 5 square inch opening! This is like leaving a window open
all year around!

Compounding this problem, as attic stairways age the doors
don't close as well, the springs weaken and the cracks around
the perimeter of the door widen. This creates a chimney
effect, causing the transfer of air between the unconditioned
attic space (which leads directly outdoors) and the
heated/cooled living area of the home, costing the homeowner
energy dollars.

There has not been a simple, quick, easy, inexpensive, and
efficient way to seal against attic door air leakage and heating
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and cooling loss, and still allow easy access to the attic - until
now! Now you can order an insulated cover to go over the
entire stair. The kit consists of everything needed to reduce
air leakage through the attic stairway door and restore the
insulation removed during the installation of folding attic
stairways.
