1. Overall construction is very good.Out of hundreds of itemsinspected,only a few items are noted. The builder did a
goodjob of constructing the structure.

2. Someof the codeitems noted are required by the Georgia State Codesbut are not being enforced by the local
municipalities.

3. If the builder doesnot agreewith an interpretation of a codeitem, the buyer or homeownershould contact City of
Lilburn Building InspectionsDepartment at 770-921-2210or the official interpretation.

1. Electrical exterior ground wire is looseat the electrical meter. Seephoto #1. Recommendfurther evaluationand
repair asneededby a licensedelectrician. (2005NEC 250.53)

2. Electrical panelbox hasa 45 amp breaker that is too large for the 10 gagecircuit wire. Seephoto #2. This is a potential
fire hazard. The wiring canheatup, melt the insulation, arc and start a fire before the breaker trips. The breaker should
bereducedto 30amps.The breaker is taggedwith ared dot. Have a licensedelectrician inspectand repair. (2005NEC
334.80)

3. Electrical panelbox will not close.Seephoto #3.

4. Attic pull down stairs needsthe foam insulation removedbehind the steps.Seephoto #4. The insulation reducesthe
spacefor your foot which makesit a potential trip hazard. The codeamendmentsshowinstalling a movable
insulation box over the entire opening.Insulated coverscan be purchasedfrom Battic Door at (508) 320-9082or
www.batticdoor.com. (2000International Energy CodeSection502.2.3.2)

5. Attic floor hassoft flexible gaspiping present. Seephoto #5. If you stepon the pipe, you could damageit. (2006
International ResidentialCodeG2422.1.1)

6. Attic furnace vent pipe is touching a heat shield which is touching a wood brace in the attic. Seephoto #6. This is a
potential fire hazard. Heat shieldsshould not touch the vent pipesbecausethey will directly transfer the heat. There
shouldbe a minimum of a 1/4inch spacebetweenthe double wall vent pipe and the heat shield. (2006International
ResidentialCodeFigure G2409.2(1))

7. Someof the smokedetectorsare chirping and neednew batteries. The smokedetectorsare hard wired into the
electrical systemand have a battery backup.

8. Garageelectrical receptacleis not ground fault circuit interrupter protected. Seephoto #7.All garageelectrical
receptaclesmustbe GFCI protected. The receptacleis taggedwith ared dot. (2005NEC 210.8)

9. Water heateris not raised 18 inchesoff the floor in the garage.Seephoto #8. All water heatersmust be raised 18
inchesabovethe floor if installed in the garageor garageclosetto prevent the possibility of igniting flammable
vapors. The water heater hasa sealedcombustionchamber which is allowed to be placedon the floor if the
manufacturer's label statesit is allowed. The manufacturer's label doesnot stateit can be placedon the floor and has
awarning that it canignite flammable vapors. Seephoto #9. Elevationof the ignition sourceis not requiredfor
appliancegshat are listedand labeledasflammablevaporresistantand for installation without elevation.(Effective
January 1, 2005)(2000International Plumbing Code502.2)

replacedor sealedwith a sealantthat will last aslong asthe shingles.Recommendsealingthe shingleswith a onepart
urethane sealantsimilar to SonnaborneRP-1.The proper procedure in sealingthe holesis to raise the shingleand install
the sealantunder the hole. Then the shingleis mashedflat and the sealantshouldrun out the hole. Inspectall shingles
are sealasneeded.Roof shinglesshall providea barrier againstthe weatherto protectits supportingelementsand structure

2. Front windows do not appearto haveflashing and weepholesat the brick abovethe window. Seephoto #11.Flashingis
required aboveall doorsand windows installed in brick and preventswater from soakingbehind the brick and running
into the structure. Without weepholesto drain the water to the outside, flashing servesno purpose.(2006International
ResidentialCodeR703.7.58 R703.7.6)

3. Someof the brick flashingis not visible and cannotbe verified aspresent. Seephoto #12.The flashing shall extendto the
surfaceof the exterior wall finish and shall beinstalledto preventwaterfrom reenteringthe exterior wall envelope (2006
International ResidentialCodeR703.8)

4. Air conditioning condenserpipesare not sealedwhere they penetratethe brick. Seephoto #13.This is a sourcefor
air and water leakage.Exterior joints, seamsor penetrationsin the building envelopethat are sourcesof air leakage,
shall besealed.(2008nternational Energy CodeSect.502.1.4)

5. Exterior steelgaspiping is not protected from rusting. Seephoto #14.Painting is needed Ferrous metalgaspiping
exposedn exterior locationsshall be protectedrom corrosion.(2006International ResidentialCodeG2415.8)

6. Someof the attic insulation hasbeendisturbed and the insulation is only 3 inchesdeep.Seephoto #15. According to
the certification card, the minimum settledthicknessshouldbe 12.2inches.(2006International Energy CodeTable
402.1.1)

7. Attic insulation is not deepenoughat someof the ducts. Seephoto #16.The installer did not raise the ductsto blow the
proper thicknessof insulation under the ducts. The ducts should be supported abovethe insulation. Additional insulation
is required. (2006International EnergyCodeTable402.1.1)
