GENERAL NOTE:

1. Overall, the homeisin very goodcondition.

SAFETY ITEMS (ITEMS THAT ARE POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS OR HAZARDOUS.)

1. Water heater temperature and pressurerelief valve is leaking. Seephoto #1. Repair is neededby a licensedplumber.

2. Electrical exterior ground wire and rod are exposedat the electrical meter. Seephoto #2. The rod should be flush
with the ground to be properly imbedded and the wire should be buried to prevent possibledamageto the ground
wire.

3. Attic floor needsthe drywall removed. Seephoto #3. The drywall will not support your weight.

4. Bedroom hallway smokedetector did not work when tested. Seephoto #4. Replacethe battery or replace the unit if it
is defective.

5. Breakfast area ceiling fan bladesare not 6 feet 8 inchesabovethe floor. Seephoto #5. A tall person could be hit by
the blades.

6. Garage door is not fire -rated. Seephoto #6. Openings betweenthe garage and the residencemust be equipped with
either a solid wood exterior door not lessthan 1 3/8” thick or 20-minute fire -rated doors.

7. Water heater room ground fault circuit interrupter electrical receptaclewill not trip. Seephoto #7. 1t is either
improperly wired or is defective. Repair is neededby a qualified professional or licensedelectrician.

8. Water heater room hasblue foam wall sheathing exposed.Seephoto #8. Foam wall sheathing can be very toxic when
burned and should not be left exposed.All exposedfoam wall sheathing should be coveredwith a minimum of 2 inch
fiberglass insulation, plywood or 1/2 inch drywall.

9. Electrical panel box bathroom breaker wastripped. If it trips again, call a licensedelectrician.

10. Furnacesover twelve years old have a greater chanceof having a problem in the burn chamber. When the burn
chamber eventually rust out, which it will, carbon monoxide will leak into the supply air and be distributed
throughout the house.Have the fur nace heat exchangersinspectedby a licensedheating and air conditioning
contractor before closing and then every year until the units are replaced.

1. Front door hasminor wood decay present. Seephoto #9. Have a qualified professional go around the entire exterior
and repair or replace the wood asneeded.

2. Someof the exterior wood hasopen joints which will allow moisture to enter and will causedeterioration. Someof
the paint is peeling. Seephoto #10. Proper caulking and painting are neededon all of the exterior wood to prevent
further deterioration.

3. Garage overhead door frame hasevidenceof wood destroying organisms. Seephoto #11. Recommendfurther
evaluation and repair asneededby a licensedpestcontrol company.

4. Front porch hasloosebrick. Seephoto #12. Doesnot create a hazard.

5. Front door circle top window hasglasspane sealfailure. Seephoto #13. Sealfailure allows moisture to enter between

the glasspanes.Replacing the glassis the only way to correct the problem.

Attic furnace needsthe cover installed. Seephoto #14. It takes specialanchorsto hold it in place.

Front center bedroom hasa window with a broken glasspane.

Front center bedroom door will not latch and needsminor adjustment.
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Master bath right vanity sink faucet and bathtub faucet leak and needwashers.

Upstairs hall bath vanity sink faucet leaks and needswashers.

Upstairs hall bath shower diverter needsrepair for water to comeout of the shower head.

Fireplace gasstarter valve hasdebris present and the gasstarter could not be tested.

Microwave vent cover is broken.

Kitchen sink faucet spray is defective and needsreplacing.

Kitchen garbage disposalis jammed and will not turn. Needsa wrench to turn the housing.

Kitchen floor hasloosevinyl tiles.

Door bell did not work when tested.

Laundry closetbi-fold doors needadjusting in order to closeproperly.

Both furnace filters are very dirty. Have the furnaces cleanedand serviced by a licensedheating and air conditioning
contractor.

Downstairs furnace cycleson and off. Seller turn off the gasto the unit. Recommendfurther evaluation and repair as
neededby a licensedheating and air conditioning contractor.

Water heater is 40 gallon which is too small. A 5 bedroom 3 bath houserequires a 50 gallon gaswater heater.
Garage overhead door will not closewithout holding the switch. Either the safety reverse needsadjusting or the
electric sensorsare not aligned.

Someof the lights are not working. Have a qualified professional checkall lights, replace the bulbs or repair the
fixtures asneeded.

R ECOM M EN DATIO NS (ITEMS THAT ARE NOT REQUIREMENTSBUT ARE ONLY SUGGESTEDFOR PROPERMAINTENANCE OR OPERATION.)

Recommendadding weather-stripping around the attic pull down stairs. Unconditioned attic air can enter the
conditioned space.Attic stairs are not insulated and are the largest source of heat lossand heat gain thru the attic.
Recommendinstalling an insulated cover over the stairs. Insulated covers can be purchased from Battic Door at
(508) 320-9082 or www.batticdoor.com .

Recommendadding weather-stripping and a door sweepto the interior door to the basement.
Recommenddraining all exterior hosebibbs (water faucets)in the winter to prevent the pipesfrom freezing and
breaking. Caution: The brass backflow preventers, that are screwed onto the endsof the hosebibbs, must be
removed or pressedin order to drain the water out of the piping.

Recommendreplacing washing machine water hosesevery five years. The rubber hosesthat connectthe washer to
the water supply can break and flood your home.

. Recommendreplacing all smokedetector batteries oncea year. Replace smokedetectors every ten years.

Recommendpurchasing a chain or rope ladder to be usedfor an emergencyexit through one of the upstairs bedroom
windows just in casea fire blocks the bottom of the stairs.

Recommendadding a fire extinguisher in the kitchen and in the garage.

Recommendadding a fire extinguisher on eachlevel of the house,onein the kitchen and onein the garage.
Recommendtesting all electrical panel breakers oncea year.

Recommendtesting all ground fault circuit interrupters and arch fault circuit interrupters oncea month.
Recommendtesting water heater temperature and pressurerelief valvesoncea year. Drain the water out of the
piping after testing the valve.
